8. Be sure to include some social time. Keep your dorm room door open sometimes. Attend dorm socials, some
athletic events, concerts, lectures, etc.

9. Take your academics seriously. Don't skip class. Be on time to class. Don't take foundational courses lightly.
Utilize some type of calendar/organizer. Book mark and reference OWL: https://owl.english.purdue.edu/. Don't
procrastinate on assignments. Budget two hours a week homework/study time for each credit hour (3 credit hour
course should have at least six hours set aside each week).

Okay, I didn't address the freshman fifteen or twenty. You can ask a college grad about that!

By following this ranked order of God's Word above all else, he claims that his level of education has advanced
further than his teachers intended. He writes, ‘T have more insight than all my teachers, for I meditate on your statutes”
(Psalm 119:99. NIV).

The psalmist knew the source of his education came from seeking God's Word first before anything else was
added to his education. God increased his knowledge well past what his teachers intended (Matthew 6:33). The
teachers in the schools that we visited in the Congo did just that. They have built a foundation based upon God's
Word and their own love for their students. Regardless of the resources that they possessed, they have built a
community of successful students.

What resources are you lacking? Do you really need those tools to reach the minds and hearts of your students?
Instead of relying on the resources that we don't have, we should be setting God's Word as the priority in our
classrooms and be thankful to Him for the resources that we do have. I have certainly found a new heart of
thankfulness for the resources that I have been allowed to use in our school. I pray that all of us will look to the
example of the schools in the Congo and work to establish a solid foundation in our classrooms that is built
upon God's Word and our love for our students.
